Item 1: Privacy Statement

Annette Dunn/Gaynor Saxon:” That the Privacy Statement as presented to the Privacy Commission be ratified.”


Carried 5.0 (Deb Chesterfield absent)

Item 2: Draft Constitution


(Deb now in attendance – voting strength 6)
Draft circulated to all EC members – for discussion to finalise the remit for presentation at the Annual General Meeting.
Chair – requested that Paul present the document page by page

Page 2 – no alterations required

Page 3 – Goals & Powers – Annette Dunn said that (j) is very subjective it depends on who is holding the reins at the time.  Paul Flanagan – the points stated above enforces that NZCF are going to promote, encourage it does not cover anything else but the purposes.

Page 3 delete (i)

3.3 (g) Annette Dunn – asked why the wording “National Journal” has been removed – Paul said that it was removed because the name may change, and it also ties the NZCF into presenting a documented journal, this can be written into the rules.  Paul gave his assurance that this will be included in the rewrite of the Rules.
Clause 4.1 – “ordinary member” Annette expressed concern about using the word ‘ordinary’ to describe a membership.  

Clause 4.4 (b) change to 4.0 (b)

Clause 5.4(a) to read 5 ordinary members and an affiliate member

Clause 6.1 to include “add email address”

Annette Dunn – said that the terminology through the whole document should not just be “Council” but “Executive Council”.  Janice Davey – agreed that the whole document should be tidied up to reflect the correct terms.

Clause 9.1 – remove the word ‘council’.

9.1 (a) Discussion followed regarding requirement to state ‘minimum of six (6) Executive Council members.  Paul clarified it states “minimum”, which gives the opportunity for the number to be increased without a change by the annual general meeting.  There is always a possibility that an Affiliate Club may put in another remit which states 6 members not including the Chairman, who could be elected by the membership and also may not be required to hold a portfolio.

9.2 – remove word “Council”.

11.2 Annette Dunn – asked why this states that if an EC member fails to attend three (3) consecutive meetings that they can be removed – it should still state two (2) as currently we only hold three meetings which would mean that an EC member could effectively be absent from the meetings for the whole year. It was agreed that it should state absence from two (2) consecutive meetings…….

12.3 Janice Davey – felt that this should state that the position should be filled by the next highest polling candidate – the membership would have already voted for this person, and it does seem unfair that the sitting EC could then put someone onto the Executive without the polled candidates even being given the opportunity.

Paul Flanagan/Janice Davey: “That the Executive Council may appoint the person who was the next highest polling member.”    CARRIED 4.2

13(j) Marion asked why there are now recommended levies stated does this relate to membership?  Paul Flanagan confirmed that this is actually a membership levy which could be utilised for a project that NZCF may want to levy the membership for.

Clause 15.1 (b) “purposes of the NZCF”?

15.0 (b) Gaynor Saxon – said that this effectively turns the constitution into a management document.

16.0 Marion Petley – asked for clarification regarding the “joining fee”, didn’t EC decide that memberships are applied for on an annual basis – thus starting from scratch each year?  

It was agreed that: 16.1 (a) membership fee – replaces the joining fee, as (a) & (b) are in conflict with (c).

Zena Pigden – said that this then implies that once they are in they are there forever.  Gaynor Saxon – (a) is about how to become a member of the organisation

(b) Is the initial membership fee

Because of the confusion – it was decided that Clause 16 will be reviewed and confirmed by a further “Skype session” before the closing date for remits.
Clause 21 (c) bracketed statement deleted…

Annual General Meeting date – the Incorporated Societies require it to be stated in the Constitution.  Currently our AGM is held in October, with our financial year finishing 31 December of each year – which then means that we are already 10mths into the next financial year if we continue to hold the AGM in October.  

Chris Lowe – said that it would be beneficial to take the opportunity to address the date of the AGM with this remit to the 2010 AGM with a change to reflect our financial year.

Paul Flanagan/Gaynor Saxon: “That the AGM be held within four (4) months of the end of the financial year.”

Clause 23.2 to be reworded by Paul

Clause 28 Marion is to confirm the wording with the Inland Revenue regarding “Winding Up” process.

Gaynor Saxon/ Janice Davey:”That the amended Constitutional document as presented be accepted as an Executive Council remit for the 2010 Annual General Meeting.”

Item 3: Judges Refresher/Examination

Janice Davey: there was an omission in the Portfolio Managers report for the June Executive Council meeting (Janice was away due to illness).  The Judges Examination date and Saturday refresher had been left out of the report.  Janice apologized for her mistake.  The examination date 29th August 2010 was confirmed at the meeting because Chris Lowe had indicated to the Executive Council that approval was required.  However, the Saturday refresher was not confirmed.
It was always the intention to hold a refresher on the Saturday with the examination being held on the Sunday.  And as there are 6 students involved and several Tutors and Senior Judges involved in the weekend – it was a good opportunity for the refresher to be open to any Judge wishing to attend.

Annette Dunn – said that she was angry that this has happened and that the seminar being held in Invercargill in conjunction with the Southland show may now be affected.  The correct notice has not been given for a refresher. Eighteen Judges are attending that seminar which includes the officiating judges.  Jo Millar has been asked to judge the domestic and companions at the show and has applied for her airfare to be reimbursed because of the seminar attendance the following day. Roy Griffiths is also judging but has not at this time applied for travel. She had no idea how many of the others attending the seminar from the southern region had not already attended a refresher, so there may be more claiming travel.
